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ACTIVE IMAGINATION: A PILLAR OF JUNGIAN ANALYSIS

In Jung's day, active imagination was considered a central method of working with the unconscious while in analysis and afterwards. Today it has largely fallen away from this position of centrality and if used at all it is quite tangential to what are taken to be more important aspects of analytical endeavor. In this seminar, the historic importance of active imagination will be explained and the critical importance of this method for individuation, in and/or out of the analytic framework, will be emphasized.

Murray Stein, Ph.D. is a training analyst at the International School of Analytical Psychology in Zurich, Switzerland. He is a founding member of the Inter-Regional Society for Jungian Analysts (USA) and the Chicago Society of Jungian Analysts and was president of the International Association for Analytical Psychology from 2001 to 2004. He has written several books, including Jung's Treatment of Christianity, In Mid Life, Transformation - Emergence of the Self, and Jung's Map of the Soul. He is the editor of Jungian Analysis (Open Court) and a publisher (Chiron Publications), where he has edited the Chiron Clinical Series.
